User Group Rules of Conduct 

 
Thank you for choosing YMCA Camp Pinewood to host your group.  We look forward 
to having you as guests at our home, and hope that you enjoy your time spent here. 
 
To ensure that our visitors have a pleasant stay, we have established a few 
regulations to provide for the safety of our guests and employees.  Failure to 
comply with the rules set out below may result in expulsion from the camp.  
Damage to camp property will result in a charge against the group deposit.  If the 
amount of the damage exceeds the deposit amount the charge against the group will 
be increased to the higher amount.   
 
Please read all of the following, and be sure that everyone in the group is aware of 
these regulations before entering Camp Pinewood property.   
 
• There will be NO alcohol on camp property. 

 
• Smoking is only allowed in the smoking area adjacent to the maintenance 

building. 
 

• Weapons (guns, knives, mace, etc.) are NOT allowed on camp property.   
 

• NO food, gum, candy, or flavored drinks allowed in cabins.  (only water is 
allowed in cabins) 
 

• Parking for private vehicles is allowed only in designated parking area. 
 

• Please DO NOT drive to cabins to unload or load luggage. 
 

• DO NOT go to the waterfront without Pinewood Staff permission. 
 

• Damage to facilities (including graffiti) will not be tolerated. 
 

• Damage to natural surroundings (trees, lake, animals) will not be tolerated 
 

• Please respect the staff homes on camp property
